Clubmark is an acknowledgement that we take these issues seriously and that we are striving to provide a high quality and welcoming environment for young participants in the sport.

Summer training is held at Scott Ellis Playing Fields
Saturday sessions at Dean Park, Kilmarnock
Club training kit consists of shorts, t-shirt, vest, track suit, outer jacket and suitable clothing for weather conditions. Hi-visibility clothing must be worn at all training sessions during the winter. An annual fee is payable when joining the club and the amount is decided by the club at the AGM. 
Competition kit will consist of shorts/ briefs, vest/ crop top, with appropriate clothing worn under the vest if required. In order to qualify for internal club competitions, club championships, all athletes must wear a club vest. Club vests are available from the clothing officer at the club.
We would be grateful if you could complete the attached membership form. For the safety of the athlete it is important that the club is informed of any medical condition or allergies that may be relevant should an athlete fall ill or be involved in an accident while at the club.

Grievance Procedures (excl Juniors)

· If Kilmarnock Harriers AC has a complaint or grievance concerning a member, it must be set out in writing and sent, or a copy of it, to the Chairperson of Kilmarnock Harriers AC

· Where a junior member (Under 18 years) has a grievance or concern, they should raise it with the “Child Protection Officer”, “Coaching Co-ordinator” or Welfare Officer” to take forward to the executive committee.
· Kilmarnock Harriers Committee will appoint an impartial member (“IM”) from its Executive Committee and two other members of the Committee or coaches forum that have no connection with the grievance.

· The (“IM”) will invite the member to attend a meeting to discuss the grievance. The member may be assisted at such meeting either by a colleague or fellow member. 
· The meeting must not take place unless the member has had a reasonable opportunity to consider his response to the complaint/grievance. 

· The member must take all reasonable steps to attend the meeting. If the member does not attend the meeting then the IM may consider the grievance in his absence, adjourn the hearing or take such other action as he deems necessary. 

· After the meeting, the IM will inform the member of his decision concerning the complaint/grievance and his decision is final.
