On behalf of Kilmarnock Harriers I would like to welcome your child to the Club and provide you with some information about our activities. The Club provides opportunities for young people between the ages of 8 years (Primary 5) and 18 years to receive coaching and competition in Track and Field, Cross-Country, Indoor, Road Running and Hill Running. All coaching is by UKA qualified coaches who are trained and have been screened for their suitability for working with young people.

The Club has been awarded Podium status by Scottish Athletics in recognition of good practice and development by the club.  It also recognises the Clubs approach to child protection; sports equity and ethics and Club management. Podium is an acknowledgement that we take these issues seriously and that we are striving to provide a high quality and welcoming environment for participants in the sport.
We welcome parents to all training and competitions and value your support.

Training is held at the Ayrshire Athletics Arena, Queens Drive, Kilmarnock or at Broomfield Cumnock.  Any changes to these arrangements will be notified on the club website or by email.
Arrangements should be made for your child to travel to and from training sessions and competitions. We appreciate it if children can arrive promptly, no later than 15minutes prior to the start of training, and are collected promptly at the end of the session, if they are not making their own way home. 

Club training kit consists of shorts, t-shirt, vest, track suit, outer jacket and suitable clothing for weather conditions. Hi-visibility clothing must be brought to all training sessions during the winter. 

Membership fees are payable on joining and on the 1st April annually thereafter.  An attendance fee at each training session is also charged.  The fees are decided by the Club annually at the AGM.
Competition kit will consist of shorts/ briefs, t-shirt/vest/ crop top, with appropriate clothing worn under the vest if required. The club will provide the t-shirt / vest for new members. Club kit is available for sale on training nights at the registration area.  All athletes will be encouraged to compete at appropriate competitions throughout the year.

We rely on volunteers to support the many activities of the Club, whether that is administration, coaching or attending competitions.  In joining the club there is an expectation on parents to volunteer to help at events throughout the year, open track, league meetings etc. Details of meetings will be provided throughout the year.

As a competitive club we would encourage your child to compete in at least two events / competitions throughout the year.

We would be grateful if you could complete the attached junior club membership form. For the safety of your child it is important that the club is informed of any medical condition or allergies that may be relevant should your child fall ill or be involved in an accident while at the club.

Communication by the club in relation to events, alterations to training schedules will predominately be by email and we would be grateful if you would provide your email address and consent to its use.  It will not be shared outside the club.
